Prof Angela Bourke, ‘The Short Stories of Padraic Pearse’

Angela Bourke is the Parnell Fellow at Magdalene College for 2006-7. An Associated Professor in Modern History at University College Dublin and a member of the Royal Irish Academy, she has published a study of the Crucifixion in oral religious poetry, and The Burning of Bridget Cleary: A True Story, which won The Irish Times Literature Prize for Non-Fiction. Recent publications include Maeve Brennan: Homesick at The New Yorker. Angela has also been a Visiting Professor at Harvard University and the Unversity of Minnesota.

Dr Geraldine Parsons, ‘Patron saint and literary patron: a thirteenth-century portrait of St Patrick’

Geraldine Parsons is a Research Fellow at Trinity College, Cambridge.  She has recently completed a PhD in the Department of Anglo-Saxon, Norse, and Celtic, Cambridge which comprises the first detailed analysis of the key fíanaigecht (modern Irish fíannaíocht; English Fenian, or Ossianic, cycle) text Acallam na Senórach.  Interested in the literary and learned cultures of medieval Ireland, she has written on both fíanaigecht and Ulster Cycle material.

21st Nov    Dr Toby Barnard, ‘Authorship and readership in eighteenth-century Ireland’

Toby Barnard is a lecturer in history at the University of Oxford and a Fellow of Hertford College. His work focuses on the social, political and cultural histories of Ireland and their interaction with Britain and Europe. Recent publications include Cromwellian Ireland (Oxford, 2000), A New Anatomy of Ireland (London and New Haven, 2003) and Irish Protestant Ascents and Descents, 1641-1779 (Dublin, 2003).
